The agenda (see below) was distributed along with supporting documentation before a discussion of party costs ensued. There was a slight increase in food costs as well as additional charges for services/personnel provided by the hall. These amounts as well as other expenses were outlined in detail. Ticket prices were based upon: using an estimate that 192 adults and 37 children (ages 9 – 12) would attend the party, estimated costs, and factoring in donations, t-shirt profits and book/DVD sales. Following a unanimous vote, the prices were set at $20.00 per adult and $7.00 per child.
Clelia De Souter, Scott Kabrel and Joe Lobosco surveyed the hall facilities on Saturday.  Photos taken of the hall were shared with the committee. The hall is well-suited for our needs with ample room for the activities planned. There’s a stage, podium, PA system and cloak room which can be used for check-in. However, nothing can be hung on the walls.

Each family will be responsible for making a family poster. Bernadette Lombardi has offered to host a Luigi family poster making party. Ellie von Bartheld was to purchase enough posters to distribute at the next meeting. (Note: since the meeting it was thought that the 3-sided cardboard posters (like those used at science fairs) would be better suited for this purpose). They can be stood up on tables or even on the stage thus eliminating the need to hang them on the columns at the hall.  

Dria Stauss displayed a lead-crystal Christmas ornament she had ordered as a sample with the Lobosco 50th Anniversary Christmas emblem designed by Pamela Lobosco. The committee thought it was an elegant, memorable keepsake that was worth the cost. It was unanimously decided that the ornament would be ordered. Each family attending the party will receive one ornament (which is included in the ticket price). Additional ornaments may be ordered at a cost of $20.00 each. Dria also passed around sample tickets that were designed by Pamela Lobosco. 
The menu was finalized as per the original proposal from Scott. Meatballs were chosen over sausage and peppers. 
Gloria Sandilands will provide information regarding a photographer and videographer. 

A draft of the party agenda was distributed and discussed (See attached). Special gifts for various members of the family will be presented the day of the party as well as introducing the seven member families. Since there are so many activities planned it was decided to forgo the nativity pageant this year. Adam Posluszny will be asked to sing and Celeste will lead the children in song for Santa’s arrival. There will be a 50/50 and possibly a door prize. Further discussion will take place at the next meeting to better outline the agenda for the party to include other options such as singing carols, etc. 
It was decided that a commemorative book not be produced this year but instead be a project for next years’ festivities. Marc and Clelia will produce a new video presentation for this year.

Clelia shared a copy of the letter and information forwarded to Congressman Pascrell in the hope that some type of recognition in the form of a proclamation honoring the family be presented the day of the party.
The letter and form announcing ticket availability for the party was reviewed (see below). It is expected to be sent out via email and the postal service within the week. A deadline for the purchase of tickets was set for November 6th. Tickets will be mailed or hand delivered before the party. Dria arranged for 10 rooms to be held at the Holiday Inn, Totowa for out of town guests.  
Volunteers will be asked to take over various duties pertaining to the party.

Mary Lalama will be producing the program for the party which will be distributed that day so guests will know what to expect.
